Use of Generative Al in Learning (Notice)

Students can now easily use generative Al such as "ChatGPT" and "Bard" for text generation, or "Stable
Diffusion” for image generation. It has been noted that these technological advances have many
negative aspects as well as positive ones, such as expanding the sphere of human activity and
enriching our lives. When it comes to university learning, generative Al has the potential to make work
more efficient and improve the quality of learning. On the other hand, there is a concern that its easy
use may hinder the development of satisfaction and competence gained through tasks such as problem
formulation, collection of data and literature, and composition and expression of texts. Although the
decision on the appropriate use of Al in learning will ultimately be left to each individual's own learning

goals and good sense, the following points should be kept in mind at this time.

1.Texts generated by generative Al (hereinafter referred to as "output") are not necessarily accurate,

so appropriate verification is necessary.

2.When utilizing generative Al for homework and assignments, you must follow the instructions from
the instructor (including instructions prohibiting the use of generative Al). Failure to follow the

instructions may result in your being disqualified from the grading system.

3.Generative Al uses other people's works as input data, but there is a problem that the source is not
indicated in the output. Therefore, if you use the output in a report, etc., it may be regarded as

plagiarism of the copyrighted work without any indication of the source. (*)

4.Please be very careful not to input any personal information, etc. into generative Al, as it may lead

to the leakage of personal information or other information that should be kept confidential.

future.
